The PAS40R Automatic Scrubber is a battery equipped auto scrubber designed for ease of use, manageability and safety. This manual
should be retained for the life of the machine. 

This manual is to ensure that the PAS40R is operated correctly. All operators must read, understand and adhere to the instructions con-
tained within the manual. Powr-Flite accepts no responsibility for damage to persons, or things, or damage to the machine if the
PAS40R is not operated as indicated in this manual, or if maintenance and safety instructions are not fully complied with.

The instructions provided in this manual do not replace the safety instructions and technical data for installation and operation directly
applied on the PAS40R, nor do they replace the safety standards current in the country of installation.

PAS40R Features and Benefits
The Powr-Flite PAS40R battery operated auto scrubber is designed
specifically for large areas and features the convenience of ride-
on comfort. Operators will be able to clean larger areas with
fewer breaks and with less fatigue. The PAS40R is extremely sim-
ple to use and maneuvers easily around corners and other
obstructions. The PAS40R provides the convenience of cleaning
and drying in one simple pass. The curved 46" squeegee dries the
floor even on tight turns. The PAS40R is built to last, providing
maximum life with low operating cost. The rugged frame is made
of 30/10 sheet steel with a polyethylene constructed housing.
Safety features protect against misuse and accidents. The PA S 4 0 R
is well equipped to handle the most demanding cleaning jobs!

General Instructions
The PAS40R generates 80dB in an industrial environment (ware-
house/shop floor) and is harmless for the operator. However, in
other surroundings, this decibel level may be exceeded in which
case the operator must wear appropriate ear protection.
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Standards for safety must be followed in accordance with the
country laws where the equipment is being operated.

The PAS40R is designed to be simple, easy to operate, and safe.
Guidelines must be followed to ensure compliance with safety
i s s u e s .

Operators must be dressed appropriately with no loose clothing,
wide sleeves, dangling belts, ties, or other articles of clothing that
could become entangled in the machine. Shoes must also be
appropriate for the environment with no bare feet, no sandals or
open toed shoes and no wet feet.

The PAS40R is designed to work in closed industrial environments
on level floor or on inclines no steeper than 2%. 

C A U T I O N :Do not operate machine or charger in areas where 
flammable liquids or gases are present. 

C A U T I O N :Do not use or pick up flammable chemicals or 
liquids with this machine.

To prepare the area for cleaning, all loose objects must be picked
up prior to using the auto scrubber. Major dirt should be cleared
with an automatic sweeper or manually to avoid immediately
choking the intake circuit. This preparation will also allow the
solution to work more effectively.

Should the area require particular attention or a second pass of
the auto scrubber, it is most effective to make one pass with the
wiper raised and the brush in the working position. The solution
will remain on the floor longer and will dissolve the tougher dirt.
The second pass should be made with the brush and wiper low-
ered and at a slower speed. 

CAUTION: The charger must be switched off before 
disconnecting it from the batteries. 

When the area is prepared for cleaning, switch off the battery
charger and disconnect it from the PAS40R. Adjust the seat posi-
tion of the machine to suit the requirements of the operator by
using the (M16) lever. The PAS40R is ready for operation. 

Operating the PA S 4 0 R
The PAS40R is designed with a safety feature that prevents opera-
tion of the machine unless an operator is seated. Once seated with
the seat adjusted to the proper position, cleaning can begin.
1. Place the (M14) lever in the, central, NEUTRAL position and 

grip the (M17) steering wheel.

2. Insert the (M7) key switch to enable the electrical circuits.
3. If an acoustic BEEP signal sounds, the parking brake is 

engaged and should be released with the (M19) pedal.
4. Engage brush rotation with (M12) potentiometer and the 

aspirators with the (M13) switch.
5. Gradually open the solution supply tap (M18) according to 

the speed of operation.
6. Engage the FORWARD or REVERSE gear with the (M14) lever 

and gradually depress the (M22) accelerator pedal. When the 
PAS40R is in movement, the (M28) lamp flashes. When the 
REVERSE gear is engaged an acoustic BEEP signal is emitted.

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7 . With the accelerator pedal fully depress, the (M8) regularor 
can be adjusted to achieve a constant speed. This will avoid 
the formation of rings on the floor.

8 . Adjust the brush pressure with the (M12) regulator.
9 . Correct brush operator as indicted by the (M10) ammeter.
1 0 .The (M9) instrument panel displays the battery charge level 

and the total number of hours of operation with the brushes 
e n g a g e d .

1 1 .When necessary or to warn of danger use the horn (M15).

Stopping the PA S 4 0 R
1. To stop the machine gradually, press the brake pedal (M21).
2. Always engage the parking brake by pressing the pedal (M19) 

and activate the lever (M20).
3. Remove the key (M7).
4. In the event of problems or short-circuits, press the 

EMERGENCY button (M6) and contact supplier.

Note: When the machine is abandoned it switches off
a u t o m a t i c a l l y, but the parking brake should always be set.

Battery Installation and Charging
The batteries are supplied separately from the PAS40 and must be
inserted into the battery compartment under the lid. The battery
charger should be set up in a well-ventilated area, where it is
planned to leave the machine for recharging.
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C A U T I O N : Recharging must be done with the cell plugs removed 
and the cover of the machine open. The recharging 
process generates gasses, which can be explosive in 
confined spaces. Only recharge in a well-ventilated 
a r e a .

C A U T I O N : When working on or around batteries, wear protective
clothing and safety glasses. Remove metal jewelry. 

Do not lay tools or metal objects on top of batteries.
C A U T I O N : Do not smoke or expose open flames or sparks in the 

vicinity of the batteries (portable grinders, 
welders, etc.).

C A U T I O N : Do not draw current from the batteries using jumper 
cables or other forms of temporary connections.

C A U T I O N : Charging batteries generate explosive gasses. 
NO SMOKING OR OPEN FLAMES OR SPARKS. Make 
sure the charger has turned off before disconnecting 
it from the batteries. Charge the batteries in a 
well-ventilated area with the tanks in the raised 
and locked position.

1. Park the PAS40R on a flat and level floor and engage the 
parking break.

2.  Recharge the batteries in a well-ventilated area and with the 
cover fixed in the open position.

3. To install the batteries, apply a coating of Vaseline to the 
terminals and connect the terminals. Make sure the terminals 
are securely tightened.

4. The charger is provided with a cable for connection to the 
mains, normally 120 V 50 Hz. Make sure the supply voltage is 
the same as that indicated on the battery charger itself. 

5. To charge the batteries, connect the (M5) connector, which 
comes directly from the battery compartment, to the battery 
charger connector.

6. The charger will automatically regulate the charging current 
and will turn itself off when the batteries are recharged.

7. The charger must be switched off before disconnecting it 
from the batteries. 

Solution Ta n k
The solution tank is located at the back of the machine. The dual
(M1) caps provide easy access for re-filling on either side of the
machine. The solution tank capacity is 44 gallons. Use only the
quantity and dilution ratios recommended by the chemical suppli-
er and use only non-foaming chemicals. 

To completely drain the solution tank, connect the supplied
(M25) pipe to the drainage tap (M26). Before filling the solution
tank, the recovery tank should be emptied.

Recovery Ta n k
The recovery tank should be emptied at the end of each job to
prevent settling of the recovered waste products. To drain the
recovery tank, detach the (M3) pipe at the top and open the rapid
drainage tap (M2). Collect the wastewater for disposal in compli-
ance with local environmental protection laws prescribed by the
country of use.

Wiper Blade
The floor squeegee serves to finish the drying operation. Level the
squeegee into the correct position by using the (M4) knobs so
that the black rubber strip is approximately 1 mm (convert)
above the floor. For proper drying, it is very important that the
squeegee is in the correct position. 

The remaining para rubber strips must wipe the floor with a cer-
tain amount of pressure. The rubber wipers will adapt themselves,
after initial use, to the slope of the surface being cleaning and the
drying action will improve.

The pressure of the wipers on the floor is regulated by truning the
(M24) knob. When cleaning shiny or smooth floors and when
there are holes between tiles, it is advisable not to use the rear
(lowest) rubber wiper.

M a i n t e n a n c e
C A U T I O N : Make sure the key switch is turned "OFF" and the 

battery connector unplugged from the machine before
performing any maintenance procedures.

Solution Ta n k
The solution tank should be cleaned minimally every 6 months. To
drain the tank completely, fit the tube (M25) provided to the
rapid drainage tap (M26) and open the tap. When all solution is
drained, remove the flange (M2) and clean the internal filter
( M 3 1 ) .

Recovery Ta n k
The recovery tank should be emptied after each job. On a weekly
basis a more thorough cleaning is required. Remove the motor
lock ring (M2) and lift off the suction motor from its seat.
Carefully clean the filter, net and sponge, and remove the dirt
accumulated in the tank by water jetting. To ease operations
detach the discharge assembly (M2) by unscrewing the lateral
knobs. Before reassembling, carefully clean the housing of the bi-
angular bearing (M29).
NOTE: After every use, flush with clean water to extend life of
operating properly
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Floor Wiper
Inspect and clean the floor wiper weekly. The wiper assembly
should be thoroughly cleaned to provide effective drying. If the
drying action is not perfect, remove and replace any worn rubber
b l a d e s .

B r u s h
For maximum cleaning results, the brush should be replaced
when worn. To remove a worn brush lift the brushes with the reg-
ulator (M12) and switch off the machine. Disconnect the battery
c o n n e c t o r. Remove the key (M7) from the control panel. Using
the skirt lock key, unlock the panel, lift the skirt and prop it up
on the support rod (M30) provided. Turn the brush to be
removed by hand until the coils of spring (M23) are accessible.
By closing together the coils of spring (M23) with your fingers
(as if you were closing a pair of scissors) the brush will free
itself. Replace the brush. 

B a t t e r i e s
Check the electrolyte level on a weekly basis. If the water drops
below the level of the battery elements, refill it with distilled water.
Keep the batteries clean and dry with anti-static cloths.

Recharging must be done with the cell plugs removed and the
cover of the machine open. The recharging process generates
gasses, which can be explosive in confined spaces. Only recharge
in a well-ventilated area.
